The result of analysis show no
large differences among grades,
however, "first-year
undergraduates" had the highest
awareness, while "fourth-year
undergraduates" had the lowest
awareness. For the fourth-year
students, the period during which
the survey was conducted was
six months after they had
completed their job search, and
for some, more than a year had
passed since they began their job
search, suggesting that as they
proceeded with their job search,
their focus on SDGs which they
may have initially been aware of
may have faded away.

The results of the survey on the
"SDGs x Sustainability Website
launch" showed that “neither satisfied
nor dissatisfied" was the highest
response in terms of satisfaction.
There were no respondents who
answered "very dissatisfied" with the
website.

The results of the analysis by grade
showed that there was no significant
difference among grades, but the
highest satisfaction was observed
among "first-year undergraduate
students" and "third-year
undergraduate students".

Most respondents chose “not
recognized”, resulting in a low level of
awareness. The level of awareness
also decreased as the respondents'
grade level increased.

The results of the survey on "SDGs &
Sustainability Report" showed that
“neither satisfied nor dissatisfied" was
the highest response in terms of
satisfaction. There were zero
responses of "very dissatisfied".

Analyzed by grade level, "first-year
undergraduate students" and "fourth-
year undergraduate students" were
the most satisfied, while "graduate
students" were the least satisfied.

In terms of awareness, many
respondents chose "not recognized”,
in other words, almost half of the
students are unaware of the existence
of the SDGs Report. In addition, the
higher the grade, the lower the level of
awareness.
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3. Conclusion

« Awareness of the SDGs and sustainability was high among the survey respondents,
and many students were personally involved in SDG-related activities.

« Many first-year undergraduate students seem to have a high awareness of
sustainability, and many of them responded that they were "satisfied" with each
initiative of the Office of Sophia Sustainability Promotion, suggesting that they have a
positive impression of sustainability as a whole.

« On the other hand, awareness of the Office of Sophia Sustainability Promotion and its
activities is low.

« In the free response columns (following page), there were some macro-perspective
opinions, such as policy recommendations

« The respondents may have been a population with a high awareness of sustainability
in the first place, which may have biased the results. Therefore, when the next survey
is conducted, it will be necessary to devise a way to have a greater entirety of students
respond to the survey to reduce bias.
